Pupils 
are also expected to read for a minimum of thirty minutes each day to build their fluency and stamina, as well as their reading for pleasure habit. From January, pupils will 

be set longer tasks, including extended writing tasks. A small number of pupils will be placed on bespoke home learning timetables to meet specific needs or placed on 
specialised programmes to support additional needs, such as dyslexia.
